ALL-STAR INFORMATION AND COMMITMENT FORM

The following is what East Mountain Little League requires of their All-Star Players and their Parents. 

Players (League Age 9-18):

· To understand that vacations are secondary during All-Star practice. If you are going to be signing up for All-Stars remind your parents that All-Star practices and games are from June 15 till your team is eliminated from the Tournament. We would rather you miss games during the regular season for vacations than miss the opportunity for All-Stars.

· To be on time for all practices and games. All-Star practices may be held twice daily (morning & afternoon) for two-three hours. 

· To always do their best whether in the field or on the bench.

· To be cooperative at all times and share team duties.

· To respect not only others, but themselves as well.

· To be positive with teammates at all times.

· To try not to become upset at their own mistakes or those of others... we will all make our share this year and we must support one another.

· To understand that winning is only important if you can accept losing, as both are important parts of any sport. 

· To understand that during All-Stars the Manager is going to put the best team (in his opinion) on the field and that the 3 substitutes will get the required playing time (as per Tournament Rules).

Parents:

· To understand that All-Stars is not only a commitment for your child but, for the entire family. Vacations may have to be rearranged, arrangements for carpooling may have to be established, and family life will be disrupted. This may be a once in lifetime opportunity for your child don’t deny him/her of it!

· To come out and enjoy the game. Cheer to make all players feel important.

· To allow the Manager to coach and run the team.
